1.​ Micro USB: Connect Micro USB cable to a PC to upgrade the firmware of your 
controller. 

2.​ RS-422: Use the RS-422 port to control your cameras over long distances up to 
328ft. 

3.​ RS-232: Use the RS-232 to 8-pin Mini-DIN cable to connect the 1st camera and 
Mini-DIN visca cables for cascadable connections. 

4.​ LAN: Connect to a network switch via category cable for TCP/IP control.
